       My name is Nichole Haywood.  I was born in Kennett, Missouri and at the age of 3, my mother moved me and my older brother 
       to Ohio.  This move took me away from my father, but I was blessed with a loving stepdad that took me in like his own.  He 
       was the father I needed in my life.  My brother was older than me and was always getting into trouble.  I always felt like my 
       mother loved him more than she did me.  He began raping me when we moved to Ohio.  This went on until I was 8 years old. 
       My stepdad caught him abusing me and sent him off to juvenile.  I feel like my mother always blamed me for this.  She became 

depressed and stayed depressed.  I guess I didn’t realize it at the time, but now I know that the continued sexual abuse opened doors in 
my life that I have always struggled with.  I began to use drugs, alcohol and sex at a young age to hide all the pain I had.  Pain of being 
raped, abandoned, and needing the love of my mother.
