     Hi, My name is Billy Starnes.  I’m 43 years old and was born in Tupelo, Mississippi.  I was raised by alcoholic parents who would 
     get very angry when they drank.  When I was 13 years old, I found marijuana as an escape. This small compromise changed the  
     course of my entire life.  By the time I was 17, I had quit school, got a job and was addicted to meth.  My job took me all over the 
     United State building mini storage buildings.  I was also addicted to the money I was making.  The more I made, the more I wanted. 
     I finally quit using drugs for a season when I was 31 and my daughter was born, but then I started back and was out of control.  I 

ended up going to prison.  On the way to prison, they let us have Bibles.  I was sitting next to an older gentleman who was praying.  I remember 
asking hm what he was doing, and he told me he was praying to God that he would make it back to his family.  I told him God isn’t gonna help 
us now and he told me I must not have heard about Paul.  Well at that time I had no clue what or who he was talking about, but when I got to 
Freedom House and started learning the Word, I know that Paul was in prison and God helped him.  After I got released, I ended up in Jackson, 
Missouri doing the same old thing.  I saw a man get murdered at work and started walking away.  I got picked up by the police and I told them 
I don’t want to be like this anymore.  I went to detox and then came to Freedom House.  I have been here for 6 months and now I understand 
that it is way more than getting off drugs…it’s about a personal relationship with Jesus.  I know that I want to spend the rest of my life helping 
others who came out of situations like mine.  I want to serve Jesus with all my heart and be the brother, father, and friend that I was made to 
be in Christ.  My favorite Bible verse is 1st John 3:16 “By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us.  And we also ought to 
lay down our lives for the brethren.”
